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The article deals with the problem of teaching English in cadets of the first
year of the "Psychology" specialty at the Academy of the State Penitentiary Ser-
vice, that is positioned as foreign language education. The latter is considered in
terms of formation of a new intercultural consciousness in language users as the
ability to see themselves and their interlocutor as speakers of certain cultures,
ready to understand a different way of life and thinking, to respect the right
to cultural "otherness”, to be tolerant to values and behavioral patterns of anoth-
er culture, counteract stereotypes and prejudices, rethink one's own cultural bag-
gage. The paradigm of modern foreign language education is built on the princi-
ple of cultures dialogue; critical attitude to established statements, open exchange
of ideas based on mutual understanding and respect for cultural diversity. A vi-
sion of modern foreign language classes as a source of multicultural information
is formulated. The methodical strategies of foreign language learning, which will
contribute to the effective formation of cadets' professional communicative com-
petence and optimize the process of learning a foreign language in groups with
different levels of speech preparation, have been defined and substantiated. Psy-
chological and pedagogical and methodical literature on the researched topic is
studied and analyzed; empirical methods are applied: purposeful observation
of the educational process; interviewing and comparing. Methodical strategies for
organizing the work of the first-year cadets majoring in "Psychology” of the
Academy of the State Penitentiary Service on the basis of a differentiated ap-
proach are proposed.

Hollywood

“Hollywood” is the name of a Los Angeles district, California,
which appeared in 1910. It is a part of American entertainment in-
dustry aimed at amusing, educating and giving the public what it
wants. In the 1920s, American film industry blossomed. Producers
needed more money and American banks readily gave money as
movies brought big profits. Unknown actors could become famous
in a day, poor people became rich and Hollywood became the
“town where all dreams come true“. Hollywood helped to create
the “American Dream*.

The 1920s saw Hollywood as the centre of movie industry with
a world-wide market. The production of films began in Hollywood
in the late 1920s.

The fate of a movie often depends on advertising. Before the
release, grand shows, parties with big stars, interviews are orga-
nized. The star-system is also cultivated because it gives big prof-
its. A star is a kind of goods that can be bought and sold. Every-
thing, including stars’ private lives, is used by managers to build
up their public image. A star must compete with other stars, to be
in a good form. Not everybody can stand the stress and strain
of stardom. Nervous breakdowns are common place phenomenon
in Hollywood.

One of the greatest events in Hollywood is the annual presenta-
tion of Oscar, the legendary figurine that is the highest award
of the American Cinema Academy. This organization was founded
in 1927. Its aim was to further the development of cinematography.
Every year in February the American press publishes the titles
of films, which have been chosen for the competition.
